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Celebrating 25 Years  

 
In 2005, Abhinaya Dance Company of San Jose celebrated its 
twenty-fifth anniversary. This special year brought together Abhinaya 
dancers, teachers, members, alumnae, volunteers and friends together 
in several events all year long. Performances this year included a 
spectacular Spring Concert, a Summer Alumni Show, and a Fall 
collaborative show with the Shakti Dance Company of Los Angeles. 
The year concluded with a dinner gathering of all Abhinaya family 
and friends who got together to view recordings of all of this year’s 
performances, to honor its volunteers and donors, and to celebrate 
Abhinaya’s successes. 

In July 2005 the San Jose Mercury News ran a front page article 
titled “25 Years of Dance” in its Arts and Entertainment section 
elaborating on Abhinaya’s Artistic Director Mythili Kumar’s 
accomplishments and the dance company’s major milestones in the 
last 25 years. 

Abhinaya would like to take this opportunity to thank all those who 
have supported the dance company through all its endeavors. 

Mythili Kumar’s Thoughts: 
“I have an overwhelming feeling of contentment that after 25 years, I 
am still teaching.”  
 
“I really can’t believe it myself, and over the years, we’ve been pretty 
stable with funding so we were able to keep performing and 
teaching.” 
  
“The performances showcase the hard work and study of Abhinaya 
dancers. We are proud to represent South Indian classical dance in 
the Bay Area for the past 25 years with these lively, dramatic 
performances.” 
 
The past 25 years: 
Abhinaya Dance Company was founded in 1980 by Mythili Kumar. 
She taught her first dance class in San Jose in 1980. Three years later 
in 1983 the school showcased the first student arangetram, or solo 
dance debut. In 1985 Mythili Kumar joined the Asian Heritage 
Council and began performing at the Asian Performing Arts Festival 
and later at the prestigious Ethnic Dance Festival of San Francisco. In 
1986 Abhinaya won its first grant from the Arts Council of Santa 
Clara County (now the Arts Council Silicon Valley). Multi year 
grants from the California Arts Council followed soon after. As a 
result, Mythili Kumar began choreographing and producing new 
works every year. In 1990 the company was incorporated as a non-
profit organization and won the first of several national grants, 
including a grant from the Rockefeller Foundation, and the first of 
several grants from the National Endowment for the Arts... In 2000 
Abhinaya celebrated its 20th anniversary with 2 days of performances 
by local musicians and dancers. 
 
In these 25 years 79 students have successfully completed their 
arangetram (debut performance) from Abhinaya Dance Company.

January 2005 
Rasika Kumar began the year with performances in Chennai, with 
Malavika Kumar doing the nattuvangam, both winning praise in the 
press. 
 
ICC Tsunami Fundraiser - February 26, 2005 
‘Breathtaking Bharatnatyam recitals… Mythili Kumar and her 
disciples from Abhinaya dance school presented a spectacularly 
synchronized programme’ Such was a  review of our first company 
performance where Mythili Kumar was accompanied by Abhinaya 
dancers Sharada Sripadam, Malavika Kumar, Priya Sripathy, 
Vaibhavi Umesh, Sindhu Natarajan, Anu Ranganathan, Ameya 
Ananth, Sneha Krishna, Sushma Umesh, and Anjali Thakkar. 
 
Spring Concert Series– March 19 & 20, 2005 
The Abhinaya Dance Company of San Jose opened its 25th 
anniversary season with two days of special performances featuring 
the Bharatanatyam and Kuchipudi styles of South Indian classical 
dance. The first day’s performance showcased solo numbers by 
Mythili Kumar and a “Next Generation” concert featuring Malavika 
Kumar & Abhinaya dancers, Sharada Sripadam, Priya Sripathy, 
Sindhu Natarajan, Anu Ranganathan, and Ameya Ananth,.  The 
following day’s show was a student recital in a Bharatanatyam 
rendition of “Krishna the Enchanter.” The presentation by over 65 
students was a well-organized and successful performance.  Teachers 
and board members were recognized and honored during this event.  
   
Festival of Cultures – June 11, 2005 
In the spectacular newly refurbished California Theater (home to 
Opera San Jose and the Symphony), the first Festival of Cultures was 
held. This highlighted San Jose’s culturally rich artistic heritage 
through four days of multi-cultural arts performances. It was a 
privilege for Abhinaya to be invited as the only Indian arts 
organization. The one-hour performance with live music by Asha 
Ramesh, N. Narayan, Shanti Narayan, and Malavika Kumar was 
appreciated by a diverse audience of over 1000. 
 
Radha Madhavam -The Song of Divine Love – July 9, 2005 
This specially choreographed concert was presented by Mythili 
Kumar and Abhinaya dancers Malavika Kumar (Krishna); Sindhu 
Natarajan (Radha); Nisha Patel, Vaibhavi Umesh, Yatrika Ajaya, 
Anjana Dasu, Sushma Umesh, Sinthuja Nagalingam, (Gopis) at Jain 
Temple, Milpitas. This performance was a glorification of the divine 
couple Radha & Krishna based on the poem Geeta Govindam by Sri 
Jayadeva.  This concert helped raise funds for ISKCON’s new temple 
building. It was very well received and raised funds over $3000 
towards the building.

India West on the Spring Concert 
 
 “Both pieces showed a level of excellence in Bharatnatyam that 
few companies in the area manage to maintain.  The dynamic stage 
presence of the dancers, the costumes and the choreography showed 
Kumar’s talent at bringing a level of excitement to classical dance 
that comes from a visual capability that requires an extremely artistic 
eye.  The simplicity of the stage setting was also what made it 
compelling, and the lighting allowed the audience to concentrate on 
the dance and the stories that were being told on stage.”   
 “Mythili Kumar chose to perform a Kuchipudi piece for the 
opening show out of a desire to make the performance more varied, 
as well as a reflection on her past.  Kumar studied Bharatnatyam, 
Kuchipudi and Odissi while in India.  It’s only in recent years she has 
concentrated mostly on Bharatnatyam as more teachers of Kuchipudi 
and Odissi dance came to the Bay Area.”  
 “Kumar’s subtle but powerful abhinaya is what set the piece 
apart.  She is widely known as an expert in Bharatnatyam, but in this 
piece she also displayed her mastery of Kuchipudi, a dance form 
similar to Bharatnatyam, but one that makes use of fast rhythmic 
footwork and sculptured body movements.  The dance form also 
utilizes stylized mime, using hand gestures and subtle facial 
expressions, combined with more realistic acting, often including 
dialogue between the dancers.” 
 “The final performance was a Bharatnatyam and Kuchipudi 
medley in which Sripathy, Ranganathan, Natrajan and Ananth 
performed Bharatnatyam and Sharada Sripadam and Malavika 
Kumar performed the Kuchipudi style, including the Tarangam, in 
which the performer dances on the edge of a brass plate incorporating 
complex rhythmic patterns.”   
 
India West on the Summer Alumni Concert 
“Mythili Kumar, Abhinaya’s Artistic Director and founder, presented 
a poem by Chitra Divakaruni, entitled, “Sudha’s Story,” a heart-filled 
story about a woman who is tormented by her chauvinistic and 
abusive husband.  
The dancers presented unique pieces choreographed by the dance 
mogul, Shri C.V. Chandrashekar. Alumni from the past 10-15 years 
dusted off their bells and put in long hours for rehearsals to prepare 
for the program. The combination of unique choreography and 
melodious music set the stage for an exciting performance.”  
 
“The highlight of the program was watching this young group of 
dancers and musicians enthrall the audience with their talent, which 

has been nurtured over the years by the Abhinaya School. All their 
dedication and hard work for their respective art was visible that 
evening.”  
 
India West on Saakhyam 
Performing intricate classical dance movements in harmony, the 16 
talented artists (including the talented daughters of the star dancers) 
depicted various dimensions of friendship drawing from epics the 
Ramayana and Mahabharata.  When the acclaimed Bharatnatyam 
dancers Mythili Kumar and Viji Prakash shared the stage for 
“friendships in Mahabharata,” the audience came in for a visual treat.  
Elegant in every step, the two dancers showcased two facets of 
friendship- a friendship between Drona and Drupada marred by 
dishonesty on the one hand, and an untainted childhood bond 
between Krishna and Sudama on the other.  
 Promising young dancer Rasika Kumar, daughter of Mythili 
Kumar, brought out the unwavering loyalty in the friendship between 
Karna and Duryodhana through a striking presentation.   
 “Krishna-My Friend,”  performed by Mythili Prakash, daughter 
and disciple of Viji Prakash, was a tasteful portrayal of the divine 
friendship of Krishna and Arjuna that forms the soul of the Bhagavad 
Gita. 
 The evening’s showstopper, “Rhythmic Ecstasy,” had the 
dancers from the two companies alternate and then collaborate in 
captivating rhythmic sequences.  Highlighted with spectacular 
choreography, the final moments of the program brought the entire 
audience to its feet.  A standing ovation greeted the two expert 
dancers at the end of the program as they acknowledged the capacity 
audience.

Thoughts from our students 
*************************************************** ***** 
Excerpts from “Dance Dispatches: Notes on and from Kerala 
Kalamandalam” written and published by Abhinaya Alumni 
Ragini Tharoor Srinivasan. 
 

The gurukul was described to me as a space in which students 
and teachers live together. The classroom has no definite boundaries. 
In fact, the classroom as we understand it in the West, as a limited 
physical space, does not exist. Learning can and does happen at all 
times, all day, during all activities, during every student-teacher 
interaction. These interactions are not scripted or regulated; they are 
not necessarily scheduled or planned, though they might be. The 
teacher formally “teaches” whenever she desires. When the teacher 
desires her students to cook and clean, or make preparations for the 
teacher’s puja or bath, the students obey. Not because they have to, 
but rather because they want to. Because the teacher is a parent 
figure, because the relationship is familial. Teachers and students 
alike are not interested in official class time. Learning happens 
unconsciously. Neither the student is aware of learning nor is the 
teacher aware of teaching. The act of living together is the 
instruction, one enables the other, the two are inextricably linked, in 
some sense, they are the same thing.

Journalist Tishani Doshi described the gurukul in a March 2005 

article on Kalamandalam, published in Outlook Traveler magazine: 
“Here, life is art, time is tradition, past present and future coexist, and 
the body and soul are one. Students eat, sleep, breathe, perspire 
art...There’s no palpable sense of hurry, or of wanting to capture 
knowledge. This is not the path of the conqueror: it is the patient 
toiling of the devotee, with both guru and shishya aiming to erase 
boundaries of time, pushing themselves further and further until they 
enter the sublime territories of magic.” 

 
Rasika Kumar writes about Chennai  

After completing my Bachelor’s degree in computer science 
from MIT, I decided to take a break from the technical world of 
computers and equations and traveled to Chennai, India in the fall of 
2004 to explore the artistic and creative world of Bharatanatyam in a 
concentrated fashion.  I was privileged to learn from Sri 
C.V.Chandrashekar and Smt. Kalanidhi Narayanan.  My daily routine 
involved a grueling morning session with Chandrashekar Sir where I 
worked at perfecting my adavus, improving my aramandi, and 
learned many pieces.  On three days of the week, I would then travel 
the short distance to Kalanidhi Mami’s house for an equally intense 
session devoted to learning the subtleties of abhinaya.  After 
returning home with both mind and body drained, I would then begin 
my own practice regimen which included both going over the lessons 
of the day as well as perfecting old pieces to perform in my 
upcoming performance series.  Many an afternoon would be spent in 
rest after the exhaustion of the morning, but once my body became 
used to the torture, I took the opportunity to find my away around 
Chennai.  I soon became an expert at bargaining with street vendors, 
directing taxi-drivers, buying loads of saris, and giving very 
meticulous instructions to the dance tailors.   

One of the highlights of my Chennai experience was getting the 
chance to see so many top dancers and musicians perform.  Each 
evening, I attended at least one dance concert and was greatly 
inspired by the performances I saw.  By watching a wide range of 
artistes from the most experienced and mature ones to the budding 
talents, I acquired a very unique view of Bharatanatyam as it is 
represented in Chennai today.  One of my favorite events was the 
Other Festival (organized by Ranvir Shah and Anita Ratnam) which 
showcased artists who blend and fuse Indian dance and music with 
international dance and music. 

During the dance and music season in Chennai, I was able to 
perform at various venues in Chennai, three times in December, and 
twice in January 2005.  Both the knowledge I gained from my dance 
classes as well as the perspective I gained from watching so many 
other artists helped greatly in my preparation for these performances.  
While I was honored to receive positive newspaper reviews, which 
also lauded my mother and my sister Malavika (for her 
nattuvangam), I felt that this experience was just the beginning of my 
development and maturation as a solo artist.  I am deeply grateful to 
my family for their support, as well as to several friends in India for 
their help with the numerous arrangements needed for even a single 
dance concert. For their hospitality, I am indebted to Mrs. Shanthi 
Krishnamoorthy (Sharada Sripadam’s mother), and Sabita Rajsekar 
for nursing me through a bout of dengue fever.   

Now that I am back in the San Jose area after completing my 
Master’s degree at M.I.T, I hope to not only better myself as a 
dancer, but also to explore new themes and ideas in choreography.
